Step 3:  includes at least one of these 4 options (many will 
find it helpful to follow through with more than one option): 
 
Option A—For persons new to Christianity is the ALPHA Course.  AL-
PHA is a 10 week course that begins with dinner at 6:30pm on Mon-
day nights.

Option B—For persons coming from other denominations or who need to brush 
up on what it means to be United Methodist  is THE BASICS Class.  The BASICS 
Class is a 4 week course held on Sunday evenings from 5-7pm on the Doctrine, 
Ministry and Mission of The United Methodist Church.   This class is offered at 
least twice a year.
